Communication Action Plan for 2016

For 2016 the Managing Authority will implement the following activities:

Main information and communication measures

· Annual information activity presenting the main achievement of the ESPON 2020 Programme. During 2016 the information activity will be web-based and will include a direct mailing of the main target group of the ESPON 2020 cooperation programme. The mailing will include information on progresses related to the policy support of the programme in relation to EU Cohesion Policy.
· Further development of the web portal and update of the information related to the programme implementation and the implementation of the Single Operation. The pages will inform, in English and French, about the implementation of ESPON 2020 Programme. Details on the Single Operation, updated at least once during the year, will also be published.
· The development of a short leaflet with information on the ESPON 2020 Programme and the available opportunities targeting the general public

· The Managing Authority will ensure that the EU flag is displayed at its premises on the 9 May 2016.

Networking and external events

As in 2015 and in order to promote the ESPON 2020 Programme and the role played by the EU, the Managing Authority will during 2015 use the participation in key occasions, such as   conferences, seminars, exhibitions organised by different institutions and/or organisation to present the ESPON 2020 Programme. These interventions can as well be coordinated with other activities in the cooperation with the Single Beneficiary.

Information measures for the Single Beneficiary

During 2016, first year of activity and financial reporting of the Single Beneficiary, the MA will ensure that sufficient guidance and training is provided to the staff and the designated first level financial controller. In particular, the Managing Authority intends to organise the following ad hoc information sessions: 

· Reporting requirements and reporting forms and use of the e-MS reporting tool (for the staff of the Single Beneficiary); 

· First level financial control: scope, implementation and use of the e-MS tools (for the designated first level controller of the Single Beneficiary);

· Information session on risk assessment and anti-fraud measures (for the staff of the Single Beneficiary): this session will be organised after the establishment of the national anti-fraud strategy to inform the Single Beneficiary of any eventual new measure that might have to be implemented.
